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When’s the last time your parents let you decide where the family vacation was going to be taken? This year it is going to be different because you get to choose everything from where you are going to what you are going to do while you are there. You and 3 members of your family will travel on a vacation via the Internet. You will research the routes, cities, places and even the prices of the places you want to visit. Listed below are the criteria you must follow:

1) Your trip will last 10 days. The final destination must be at least 750 miles away from school and within the United States. You may spend time at places along the way.

2) You will not have a fixed budget for this vacation. However, you do need to justify the money that is spent. 

3) You may drive, fly or take a train to your destination. For any of these modes of transportation you will need to provide specific time and travel information. 

a. If you fly you need to obtain flight information such as what airport are you departing from, departure and arrival times, flight connections and layovers, cost of the flight, etc.

b. If you are driving, you will need to calculate mileage, cost of gas, etc.

c. If you take a train, you will need to include departure and arrival times, layovers, cost of train ticket, etc. 

4) You must describe or display the route you took to arrive at your destination. Mr. Hofer will provide a map of the United States where you will chart your trip. 

5) You must spend at least one night in a hotel. The other nights must be accounted for in your report.

6) You must buy breakfast ($5.00), lunch ($10.00), and dinner ($15.00) each day. If you are visiting relatives, you must take them out to a meal at least once during your stay as a thank you for their hospitality.

7) You are required to keep a ledger. This ledger will help you keep track of individual expenses throughout your 10-day vacation. 
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Final paper will include the following at the minimum:

1) A title page

2) A narrative 

a. 2 pages minimum

b. Where did you travel?

c. Why you chose that place or certain places along the way.

d. What did you visit during your stay?

e. Explain any budget items.

3) Ledger

4) Math budget

a. Table format in Word

b. Daily totals from your ledger

5) U.S. map detailing your route 

6) Resource page

The above requirements are for a C report, an A report, done with above average quality, will also include one of the following:

7) Poster

8) Brochure using Publisher software

9) Commercial

10) Any other project approved by Mrs. Gomer, Mrs. Lutgen, Miss Holt, Mr. Ray, or           Mr. Hofer
